
COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course critically examines different models and aspects of the Christian doctrine

of creation. This includes study of biblical texts such as Genesis 1-3, other Old

Testament texts, the Letter to the Ephesians and Colossians, the Prologue of John's

Gospel, and Revelation. Specific topics addressed will include creation ex-nihilo, the 

goodness of creation and the problem of evil, the image of God, and the idea of 

stewardship.
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
