Repeating a Course

Luther Rice follows a non-punitive course
of remediation in which a student may
repeat a course that was taken at Luther
Rice and received a grade of “D” or “F”
and have only the second grade

calculated in the cumulative grade point
average. The course repeated will have
the original grade replaced with an “R”
and a new course entry will be placed on
the transcript showing the second grade.

Students within a Master of Arts degree
program must earn a letter grade of “C” or
higher. A student who receives a “D” or
“F” must repeat the course.

Students within the Doctor of Ministry
degree program must earn a letter grade of
“B” or higher. A student who receives a
“C,” “D,” or “F” must repeat the course.
